
 
The Central Florida Flying Disc Challenge is an 
open invitational canine Frisbee® competition 
where teams from around the country compete 
to be the "Top Dog" of Frisbee® for the day! 
  
The 2007 "Flying Disc Challenge" is a con-
tinuation of the Flying Disc Challenge event 
that was originally held at Cypress Gardens    
in 2000. The Central Florida Flying Disc        
Challenge is an event that has four              
separate divisions based upon competing    
dog & handler teams' skill levels.  
 
These range from NOVICE division for begin-
ners, where teams compete in a 2 round Throw 
& Catch contest on a 40 yard x 20 yard field,    
to ADVANCED division for more experienced 
teams, using Throw & Catch and Accuracy, 
where teams throw to a designated area        
on the field for score.  
 
INTERMEDIATE division is where dog and    
handler teams compete in a round of Accuracy 
and a round of Freestyle, where teams perform     
routines choreographed to music.  
 
OPEN division is for teams to show off their 
advanced Freestyle flying disc skills, with up   
to 2 minutes to perform their choreographed     
routines, plus a round of Accuracy which can 
play a pivotal role in the outcome of today's 
competition. 
 
We are also pleased to welcome the 2007   
edition of the QUADRUPED long-distance 
competition, to be held Sunday, April 29.   
Teams from across the US will compete to   
see who can complete the farthest throw      
and catch as they  "Go Long!"  
Registration for the QUADRUPED is at 8 AM, 
with competition starting at 9.

 � The Throw & Catch event  for  Nov ice and  
Advanced d iv is ion compet i tors  is  where dog & 
handler  teams compete in  a  t imed event  us ing 
one d isc .  Compet i to rs  have 60 seconds to  
make as many throws and catches to  the i r  
dogs on a marked f ie ld .   

Every  ten yard l ine s t r ipe has a spec i f ic      
scor ing va lue;  10-20 yards = 1 Point ,            
20-30 yards = 2 po ints ,  30-40 yards = 3 
po ints ,  40 yards+ = 4 po ints .                               
There is  a  1 /2 po int  bonus for  dogs that     
make leaping catches over  these areas.

 The Accuracy por t ion of  the F ly ing Disc  
Chal lenge is  where teams at tempt  to  
throw a d isc  to  the i r  dog  in  one of    
severa l  marked  areas.  Teams receive 
po ints  for  successfu l  catches wi th in  
spec i f ic  landing zones,  wi th  the h igher  
scores go ing to  the a reas far thest  away 
f rom the thrower .  Dog  & handler  teams 
get  seven throwing at tempts  to  make  
as  many catches as poss ib le  wi th in    
the des ignated landing zones.  Teams 
par t ic ipat ing in  the  Advanced,  In terme-
d iate and Open d iv is ions wi l l  compete 
in  one round of  Accuracy as par t  o f  
the i r  compet i t ion fo rmat .

Freestyle Competi t ioFreestyle Competi t io nn   
 
Freestyle  is  where dog & handler  teams 
per form a rout ine choreographed to   
mus ic  that  features t r ick  throws and  
catches,  us ing a var ie ty o f  d i f ferent  
t r icks  that  are incorporated in to  the i r  
t imed compet i t ive rout ine.  Dog and 
handler  teams use up to  f ive d iscs in  
th is  event ,  wi th  In termed iate d iv is ion 
teams per forming a 90  second rout ine.  
Open d iv is ion compet i to rs  wi l l  have 2 
minutes for  the i r  compet i t ive rout ines.  
Time is  s ta r ted when the  d isc  is  thrown 
to  the dog fo r  the i r  f i rs t  move.  

Judges score on a 1-10 sca le in  one of  
four  categor ies  for  Freestyle  compet i -
t ion.  Judges are look ing for  teams that  
have good  leaping ab i l i t y  and a th le t i -
c ism by the dog,  a  good var ie ty o f  chal -
lenging t r ick  throws and maneuvers ,  a  
h igh percentage of  completed catches,  
and good showmanship sk i l ls  o f  the dog 
and handler  work ing wel l  together  as    
a  choreographed team.
